Desserts,
including cookies and carrot
cake, provide a delightful
experience, especially for
visitors.

Students enjoy academic freedom, balancing study with leisure. Trust and positive reinforcement create a
relaxing, enjoyable environment, contrasting Hong Kong’s rigid structure. The visit highlighted Finland’s focus on

independence and holistic development.

Visiting Finnish university

We also visited several
universities in Finland. In their
libraries, we observed numerous
individual and group study rooms, all
of which were occupied during our
visit. This demonstrates Finns' strong
capacity for independent learning and
reflects a well-established culture of
self-directed education. It shows that
at every stage of learning, individuals
are committed to self-improvement
through diligent study.

Finnish architecture
Finnish architecture
merges modest European
styles with local identity.
Simple elegance dominates,
while landmarks like Helsinki
Cathedral blend neoclassical
and Orthodox influences.
Traditional log cabins with
saundas epitomize Finland’s
connection to nature and
cultural heritage, illustrating
how design reflects lifestyle.

Finland prioritizes holistic development (arts, well-being) over academics, with flexible curricula and minimal exams. Hong Kong
focuses on academic rigor, competition and exam preparation through structured, rote-learning systems. Finland fosters individuality
while Hong Kong emphasizes rankings. Both systems have strengths and limitations.

Student's Reflections:

A brief overview of the environment and tourism

Finland’s recycling system, as
shown in the image, demonstrates a
highly organized and detailed waste
separation process, with bins for
plastics, bio-waste, paper, cardboard,
and mixed waste. During our 9-day
trip, these bins were extensively
installed in different spots.

Santa Claus Village is located on the Arctic
Circle in Rovaniemi. Finnish Lapland has drawn
numerous visitors from around the globe. Its unique
location offers the novelty of crossing this significant
geographical boundary, marked by a line that circles
the globe at 66°33’07” North of the Equator for

tourists to check in.

Ranua Resort Wildlife Park showcases
Finland's strong commitment to
environmental conservation. The country
protects endangered species like Arctic foxes
and polar bears through strict laws, vast
national parks, and sustainable forestry.

Finland is a leader in sustainable tourism and smart city development,
integrating environmental consciousness into its attractions and
infrastructure. The country’s focus on waste management is evident in its
advanced recycling systems, like the multi-bin setups seen in public spaces.
Smart city systems, such as energy-efficient public transport and digital
urban planning, make it a model for balancing tourism with environmental
preservation.

Husky Park is located on Lapland.
The huskies ran demonstrated the
transportation wisdom of the Laplanders in
the past, who used sled dogs for hunting and
transportation, which has been preserved
to this day, providing tourists with a unique
and profound travel experience.

The Finnish Museum of Natural History
(LUOMUS), established in 1988, is a research institution
under the University of Helsinki. It mainly introduces
Finnish nature, world nature, and life history. All the
specimens displayed were obtained after the animals
died naturally, ensuring that the collection process is
in line with ethical and conservation principles.

In our STEAM workshop, we meticulously
assembled a graphene model, carefully
connecting joints to replicate its hexagonal
carbon structure.

At the Helsinki XR Centre, we
donned glasses and stepped into
virtual worlds—from urban planning
simulations to immersive training. This
wasn’t sci-fi; it was Finland’s vision
for education and industry, where
technology erases the line between
imagination and reality.

From Arctic specimens to tropical
ecosystems, the Natural History Museum’s
five floors contrasted biodiversity across
latitudes. The displays underscored how
climate change threatens species survival—
deepening our resolve to pursue sustainable

solutions.

Study Tour Takeaways: Science You Can Feel

Finland's educational philosophy brings science to life through immersive
experiences. We explored cryosphere science by handling Arctic ice formations,
grasped physics principles by building molecular structures and testing
weightlessness simulations at Heureka, and examined sustainable urban design
in Kalasatama after virtual demonstrations at the XR Centre. This multisensory
approach—where learning engages sight, touch, and spatial awareness—
transforms abstract concepts into memorable, practical knowledge, demonstrating

why Finland's model inspires future innovators.

The lesson Innovation thrives when learning engages all senses. Finland’s secret
isn’t just cutting-edge tech—it’s making every discovery visceral and unforgettable.

The Arctic Museum revealed how
Indigenous communities and wildlife adapt
to the "midnight sun" (24-hour summer
daylight), with exhibits on cultural festivals
and sustainable survival techniques. Yet
climate change looms, disrupting these
fragile ecosystems—a stark reminder of our
environmental responsibilities.

Theme Overview: Finland’s Innovation Ecosystem

Finland's global STEM leadership manifested through its unique
integration of education and technology. The country's hands-on approach
transformed theoretical concepts into tangible experiences, from
constructing graphene models in STEAM workshops to experimenting with
zero-gravity physics at Heureka. Cutting-edge applications like XR simulations
at the Helsinki XR Centre and Kalasatama's smart city infrastructure
demonstrated innovation's real-world impact, while museum exhibits
on Arctic adaptations and biodiversity threats highlighted the urgent
intersection of science and global challenges. This dynamic ecosystem—
where academia, industry, and government collaborate seamlessly—secures
Finland's position as an innovation leader.
